Cat’s Exploits

After separating from the group she and Wolfram head towards Castille and the library to take the book to Charuse.  Planning to then give birth in Castille and leave one baby there to be raised, then travel to Vesten to Althing and leave the other there.

In Sieger, they discover that the Conigrich is in shambles and Wolfram heads to Vodacce to locate Eisenfurst Sieger to inform him of home.  Cat befriends Miguel, the assistant to the pig boy and Castillian appointed governor for the area.  Miguel decides that even returning home in shame is better than this.  He joins Cat and they head for Castille.

She picks up the book at the library and begins her trip to Charuse, but delayed and is much further along than she had hoped to be.  They cross paths with and help El Vago, though unfortunately he is badly wounded and dies later while being attended by their healer. While in the town, Seamus and Celedine run across an actor that she knows from home- another section of the highlands.  Morgan is the son of an odd hermit lady, Bev, that her mentor cared for.  Bev is in nearly constant pain and has trouble sleeping so it under the close care of a healer.  Morgan seems to have amnesia and doesn’t remember hardly any facts of his life.  Due to time constraints and Cat’s need for a second set of hands with the babies, Celedine can’t take Morgan home and he decides to tag along to Althing.  He knows several Vesten stories, perhaps he can add a few more before going home.

Their trip to Althing is rough, there is a storm in the area and makes sure everyone is well shaken. They arrive at Thingvalten the day before Althing in the morning, Cat’s friends have not yet arrived, but they will soon.  Cat speaks with Magnus, Gjaeving’s bodyguard, and is informed that they will have a Vendel guest this year and Althing will be run as if there is no High King.
